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Performance anxiety:  How to deal with the nerves!!   Late in November, vocal students enjoyed a workshop at the home of Elizabeth and Linda Amos and  all were amazed at how well the students did!
 
Most students performed extremely well even though it is normal to feel really nervous.  One or two students became so nervous, they could not continue or even start the performance .Here are a few strategies to help handle this situation:

1) Play for parents or friends as often as you can to gradually build confidence.
2) Make sure you know your piece extremely well to lessen your worry
3) Participate in as many workshops through the studio to overcome this fear!
Remember, the anxiety is an instinctive FIGHT or FLIGHT response deep within us and the adrenalin actually sharpens our senses.
